“There is much to do before we can open the archive to the general public. Initially we need to sort, catalogue and index it. Only then will supervised access be possible. After that the intention is to digitise everything so that it can be accessed via a computer and, eventually, online. It’s going to take time and money so any offers of either are welcome.
